Remember that an interpretation is just that.  No one should try to force his or her understanding on someone else.  They should just plant the seed and let God water it.  Don’t be critical of anyone’s interpretation either.  If you disagree, share your understanding and let it go at that.  If you find yourself facing a person with a lot of passion, say something like “That’s very interesting, I’ll give it some thought.

 Although we don’t have to agree on everything we should agree on what needs to be in a prayer of salvation.

The Main Thing

What do you believe should be in a prayer of salvation? (Romans 3:22-24, Romans 10:9)
If somebody asked you to lead him or her in a prayer of salvation, could you? (2 Timothy 4:2)
Have you ever won an argument and later realized that you lost more in your relationship than you won through the victory?

Have you ever had someone insist that you understand a Bible passage just as they did?  If so and you disagreed, how did you handle it? (2 Timothy 2:23-25)
What do you think would please Christ more, a correct interpretation of the scriptures in all matters or unity within His church?

Must different views always cause divisions?
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
