7. Do you believe that our society is grateful or feels entitled?  Do you think our entitlement programs are overboard, not enough or about right?

8. 1 Thessalonians 5:18 states to give thanks in ALL circumstances.  How do we give thanks during trials?  Do we give thanks for the pain and suffering that we endure?

9. Have you ever witnessed a lack of thankfulness for a gift that you put a lot into?   How did that make you feel?
