Remember that an interpretation is just that.  No one should try to force his or her understanding on someone else.  They should just plant the seed and let God water it.  Don’t be critical of anyone’s interpretation either.  If you disagree, share your understanding and let it go at that.  If you find yourself facing a person with a lot of passion, say something like “That’s very interesting, I’ll give it some thought.”

There Is No Risk
Please don’t ask anyone to disclose the amount he or she gives.  Remember that what a person gives to the Lord is between them and God alone.  Please don’t volunteer the amount that you give because that might pressure someone into sharing what they give.  Let your rewards come from Heaven and not from the praises of men.  It’s OK to share that you tithe, just don’t mention the amount you give.  We should all encourage (not pressure) each other to tithe because Christ said that we shouldn’t neglect it. (Matthew 23:23 and Luke 11:42)

Why do you think that God asks us to tithe?  Do you see it as a test of our faith, obedience, gratitude, or something else?  

Why do you think that it is so hard to start tithing even when God promises to bless us?

What causes, enables, or motivates a person to start tithing?

Do you have a tithing miracle story? 

Should we teach our children to tithe?  If so, at what age?

Read Exodus 16:11-20. Why do you think that the manna was filled with maggots (disobedience, lack of trust, greed)?  How could that story relate to our giving (tithing) in a symbolic way?  What would the maggots represent?
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
