Remember that an interpretation is just that.  No one should try to force his or her understanding on someone else.  They should just plant the seed and let God water it.  Don’t be critical of anyone’s interpretation either.  If you disagree, share your understanding and let it go at that.  If you find yourself facing a person with a lot of passion, say something like “That’s very interesting, I’ll give it some thought.”

What’s On Your Mind?
Have you ever prayed a prayer of adoration without a petition or intercession attached to it?

Do you feel that you’re in a constant conversation or dialog with God?

Have you known someone that seemed to rely, depend or be more involved with the Kingdom of God than with earthly matters?

Do you think that the man that was blind from birth (John 9:1-3) prayed for his sight before he ever met Peter?  If so, what do you think he thought of God?

If you had a need in your life and God had a solution that you had never heard of or could even imagine, how could you still pray to be blessed with that solution?  Would you be willing to receive any solution that God provided?
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
