Remember that an interpretation is just that.  No one should try to force his or her understanding on someone else.  They should just plant the seed and let God water it.  Don’t be critical of anyone’s interpretation either.  If you disagree, share your understanding and let it go at that.  If you find yourself facing a person with a lot of passion, say something like “That’s very interesting, I’ll give it some thought.”

How do you hear God’s voice (audibly, in your heart/mind, through reading the bible)?

Do you ever think about your Christian legacy?  Have you contributed to the Kingdom of God in a way that will persist (child raising, volunteering, giving, tough decisions, role modeling, etc)?

Can you remember a time when your greatest concern had little to do with God but centered on things like relationships, money, health, etc?

We should all be aware of what is going on at our church.  We should bring everything concealed or hidden into the open. Mark 4:22  Did our financial status surprise you?  Were you hearing rumors about the city and the mobile offices on our property?
