Remember that an interpretation is just that.  No one should try to force his or her understanding on someone else.  They should just plant the seed and let God water it.  Don’t be critical of anyone’s interpretation either.  If you disagree, share your understanding and let it go at that.  If you find yourself facing a person with a lot of passion, say something like “That’s very interesting, I’ll give it some thought.”

Is It In You?
Have you ever conceded in an argument for the sake of the relationship?  

Have you ever discovered that you were wrong about something when you were absolutely certain you were right?

Without naming names do you know anyone that is constantly arguing or stirring up dissention?  If so, how do you handle discussions with him/her?

What do you think would cause a person to act in that manner (upbringing, imbalance, pain, etc)?

How can we follow God’s Word and have nothing to do with a divisive person? Titus 3:10-11
In the example using the spinning paper plate, on one side it looked like it was moving clockwise and on the other side counter-clockwise.  Do you think that like the paper plate our different perspectives could influence the way we interpret the Word of God?  If so, how should we handle those disagreements?
