Remember that an interpretation is just that.  No one should try to force his or her understanding on someone else.  They should just plant the seed and let God water it.  Don’t be critical of anyone’s interpretation either.  If you disagree, share your understanding and let it go at that.  If you find yourself facing a person with a lot of passion, say something like “That’s very interesting, I’ll give it some thought.”

Let it Shine
Have you ever thought of happiness and joy as two separate things?

Can you think of a time when you were unhappy or sad but still had joy in your heart?

Do you understand how faith can turn what should be terror into excitement? (e.g., roller coaster)

Do you agree that the first step of faith or the first time we resist temptation is the most difficult?  Why or why not?

How can you resist thoughts that discourage you or prompt you to give into temptation?

How can your joy when facing difficult times be used as a tool for witnessing?
