cRemember that an interpretation is just that.  No one should try to force his or her understanding on someone else.  They should just plant the seed and let God water it.  Don’t be critical of anyone’s interpretation either.  If you disagree, share your understanding and let it go at that.  If you find yourself facing a person with a lot of passion, say something like “That’s very interesting, I’ll give it some thought.”

The Greatest Gift and the Greatest Command
The Bible tells us that faith, hope, and love remain beyond all other earthly gifts.  Can you still feel the active love (or presence) of family members that have went to be with the Lord?

What do you believe Paul meant when he said an unbelieving husband/wife is sanctified through their believing spouse (1 Corinthians 7:12-14)?
Do you believe divorce is Biblically permitted when an unbelieving husband/wife wants to leave (or abandons) their Christian spouse (1 Corinthians 7:15)?

How have you obeyed the command to love your enemies?  What does it mean?

The Bible tells us to disassociate with people that claim to be Christian but lead a life or walk a path to the contrary(1 Corinthians 5:11-13).  How could you follow this tough Biblical advice with someone you love?  

Do we have a tendency to favor some parts of the Bible or the teachings of Christ and overlook the parts or teachings that challenge, correct, or convict us?  If we do that to satisfy our own desires and remove our accountability, aren’t we guilty of building our own god?

Why do you think that many Christian denominations observe the Lenten season (good theology or just tradition)?  Is it necessary? 
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
