Remember that an interpretation is just that.  No one should try to force his or her understanding on someone else.  They should just plant the seed and let God water it.  Don’t be critical of anyone’s interpretation either.  If you disagree, share your understanding and let it go at that.  If you find yourself facing a person with a lot of passion, say something like “That’s very interesting, I’ll give it some thought.”

Less is More
Some people believe that any direction that is from God is going to be difficult.  Do you find that walking in God’s will is more of a challenge or a blessing?  

Have you ever struggled to attain a particular goal only to find out that if you had let things run their natural course you would have been better off? 

As you grow older, do material things become more or less important to you?

Would you agree that contentment is not the fulfillment of what we want but the realization of how much we already have?  If so, why?

Have you ever had to choose between righteousness and worldly gain?

Why do you think God opposes the proud in 1 Peter 5:5 and James 4:6? 
Would you agree that God seems to use people that are unlikely leaders, or in some way broken?  If so, why do you think He does?

What are your plans for determining God’s will with regard to the Elder selection this Sunday?
