Remember that an interpretation is just that.  No one should try to force his or her understanding on someone else.  They should just plant the seed and let God water it.  Don’t be critical of anyone’s interpretation either.  If you disagree, share your understanding and let it go at that.  If you find yourself facing a person with a lot of passion, say something like “That’s very interesting, I’ll give it some thought.”

Do you believe that our church does a good job in equipping people to fulfill the Great Commission? (Matthew 28:19-20)  If not, how could we improve?
The disciples spent about three years with Christ.   How do you know when a person is spiritually mature enough to guide others to Christ?

Would you feel comfortable leading someone in a “prayer of salvation” or baptizing them during one of our services?  Have you done either of these things?

Do you participate with one of our ministry teams? (Nurture, Witness, Outreach, Finance, or Building and Grounds)  If not, why? (No interest, no time, never invited, just here to be fed ()  

Did you know there were two different words for “love” being used between Peter and Christ in John 21:15-17?

In John 21:15-16 Peter uses the word “love” meaning brotherly love or the love of a close friend and Christ is using the word “love” that means instinctive love or the love of a son for his father, or mother for her child.   After reading John 15:13-16 can you see why Pastor Dave suggests that Peter answered correctly (in a way that pleased Christ?)
We all need to read and study the Bible every day.  We should also do what it commands (Great Commission).  How do we achieve a good balance between study and action?  We have an eternity to learn.  How long do we have to reach the lost?
