Remember that an interpretation is just that.  No one should try to force his or her understanding on someone else.  They should just plant the seed and let God water it.  Don’t be critical of anyone’s interpretation either.  If you disagree, share your understanding and let it go at that.  If you find yourself facing a person with a lot of passion, say something like “That’s very interesting, I’ll give it some thought.”

From Arrogance to Excellence

Why do you think God is so opposed to pride?

How would you feel if someone showed you Scripture that contradicted a belief that you felt strongly about?  What would be the best way to resolve it?

Have you ever met a person (no names) that is very stubborn in their opinion even when faced with Scripture to the contrary?  How should we react to that attitude from our Christian brothers and sisters? 

Are you more likely to look for Scripture that will support your current beliefs and stop right there or will you adjust and modify your beliefs based on the Scriptures you find and the study you do?

Can you think of anything that has changed or evolved in your (Bible based) belief system in the last few years (homosexuality, death penalty, tithing, etc)?

Why do we feel no resentment when someone saves us from an embarrassment like a zipper undone, or a slip showing but resent a suggestion that would save us from the embarrassment that a lapse in judgement would result in?

Have you ever experienced God’s power in a time of weakness?  Do tell…

Have you ever been humbled in a time of arrogance?  Do tell, and be humbled again.
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
