Remember that an interpretation is just that.  No one should try to force his or her understanding on someone else.  They should just plant the seed and let God water it.  Don’t be critical of anyone’s interpretation either.  If you disagree, share your understanding and let it go at that.  If you find yourself facing a person with a lot of passion, say something like “That’s very interesting, I’ll give it some thought.”

With God As Our Guide
Do you believe that the Holy Spirit is more like a person or a mysterious force of some kind?  Do you ever pray to the Holy Spirit?

Would you attend a practical, Bible-based Sunday School class (finance, marriage, parenting, apologetics, health, etc?)  Would you be willing to facilitate one (Sunday 9:45-10:45am.) if given a classroom and the necessary materials?

Without discussing your own political position, can you name both Democratic and Republican values that seem to be consistent with Biblical teachings?

Do you feel that the early church described in the book of Acts appeared more capitalist or socialist?

Do you feel that Christianity was intended to be a necessary component of the American way of life?

Read Leviticus 19:33-34.  Do you think that scripture pertains to illegal aliens?

Do you think that Port Isabel High School is offering this Bible elective?  If not, would you like to see it offered?
