4.  Do you know (or have you known) anyone that feels they have committed such terrible sins in their life that God would never be able to forgive them? 

5.  If we are not under the Law why can’t we just go through life and not worry if we are sinning or not?  

6.  Use the Bible and try to determine what Jesus was doing right now (at the time of this 2nd Mile meeting) in the last week of His life as He walked toward the cross.
