Remember that an interpretation is just that.  No one should try to force his or her understanding on someone else.  They should just plant the seed and let God water it.  Don’t be critical of anyone’s interpretation either.  If you disagree, share your understanding and let it go at that.  If you find yourself facing a person with a lot of passion, say something like “That’s very interesting, I’ll give it some thought.”

Read 1 Peter 2:24 and discuss whether you believe that Paul is talking about physical or spiritual healing.
Have you ever felt God guiding you and resisted or ignored His direction?  How did that work out for you?

Why do you think King Solomon wrote in Proverbs 1:7 that “the fear of the Lord is the beginning of knowledge?”
Do you believe that God would punish a person that was truly trying but still failing? 
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
