Remember that an interpretation is just that.  No one should try to force his or her understanding on someone else.  They should just plant the seed and let God water it.  Don’t be critical of anyone’s interpretation either.  If you disagree, share your understanding and let it go at that.  If you find yourself facing a person with a lot of passion, say something like “That’s very interesting, I’ll give it some thought.”

Look Forward and Remember
What are some New Year’s resolutions that you have made in the past?  How did it work out?

Read through Proverbs 3:1-35 again.  Find and discuss any promises that you can see God making in that chapter.

You don’t need to share it out loud, but have you read anything in that chapter you might want to work on (as a spiritual growth edge) in the year ahead?

Do you believe that God always keeps His promises?
I have prayed that God will bless you this year and I know He will.  You have decided to make it a part of your life to gather together each week and discuss God’s Word with each other.  You haven’t always agreed with one another, but you’ve learned to love each other.  You have demonstrated to me that there are still Christians that are willing to discuss, work through, and incorporate God’s Word into their lives.  Witnessing your love of God and His messages has truly blessed me this year.  Tell one another you love them, give them a hug, and eat a cookie. (  I love you all very much.  Merry Christmas and have a blessed New Year.  PD
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
