Remember that an interpretation is just that.  No one should try to force his or her understanding on someone else.  They should just plant the seed and let God water it.  Don’t be critical of anyone’s interpretation either.  If you disagree, share your understanding and let it go at that.  If you find yourself facing a person with a lot of passion, say something like “That’s very interesting, I’ll give it some thought.”

Stand for Christ
Is it your responsibility to point out to other Christians things that they are doing that you feel are inconsistent with the teachings of Christ?

Have you ever resisted “doing the Christian thing” because you thought it would be too harsh or that it would paint you in a bad light?

After reading Matthew 10:32-33 can you think of an example of failing to acknowledge Christ?

What is Christ talking about when He says that He came to turn family members against one another in Matthew 10:35-36?  Do you think that is why Paul wrote 2 Corinthians 6:14?

Have you ever found yourself trying to justify taking or defending a position that was inconsistent with the Bible just to keep the peace or to avoid making waves?

Do you know anyone (no names) that creates their own god by cherry picking this and that from the Bible? 

What command or teaching from the Bible have you found to be the most difficult to live up to?
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
