Remember that an interpretation is just that.  No one should try to force his or her understanding on someone else.  They should just plant the seed and let God water it.  Don’t be critical of anyone’s interpretation either.  If you disagree, share your understanding and let it go at that.  If you find yourself facing a person with a lot of passion, say something like “That’s very interesting, I’ll give it some thought.”

Cancel the Debt

When someone offends you how do you stop it from developing into resentment?

What are some of the negative side effects of failing to forgive others?

Should we let someone’s sins define them as a person (is it a person that has sinned or a sinner, a person that has told a lie or a liar, a person that has stolen something or a thief, a person that has killed someone or a murderer)?  Is there any difference?   

Do you think unforgiving and judgmental people are less likely to forgive themselves?

How was Christ able to ask God to forgive the very people that were crucifying Him?  How could He look beyond their sins? Luke 23:34
We know that Jesus paid the price for all of our sins.  So how would you interpret Jesus’ words in Matthew 6:14-15: (For if you forgive men when they sin against you, your heavenly Father will also forgive you.  But if you do not forgive men their sins, your Father will not forgive your sins.)? 
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
