Remember that an interpretation is just that.  No one should try to force his or her understanding on someone else.  They should just plant the seed and let God water it.  Don’t be critical of anyone’s interpretation either.  If you disagree, share your understanding and let it go at that.  If you find yourself facing a person with a lot of passion, say something like “That’s very interesting, I’ll give it some thought.”

Press On! – 05/02/10
Would you admit that Satan has used you in the past to whisper in someone’s ear?  If so, how could you prevent it in the future?
Have you ever caught yourself feeding a resentment by playing it over and over in your head?  How was it resolved?  Is there any way to guard our hearts from such behavior? 
In Galatians 5:19-21 we learn that factions are sinful.  How does a faction start? How could we prevent one from forming in our 2nd Mile or any other group? 

Why would God want us to read the book of Jude?  Is it a warning of what could happen in our church, a warning of what has happened in our church, or not relevant to our church at all?

Can you imagine a scenario where a large gift to a church could impede the spiritual progress of the people at that church?  How could a large gift aide the spiritual progress at a church?

Should the pastor’s (and staff) pay reflect the financial health of the church?
