Remember that an interpretation is just that.  No one should try to force his or her understanding on someone else.  They should just plant the seed and let God water it.  Don’t be critical of anyone’s interpretation either.  If you disagree, share your understanding and let it go at that.  If you find yourself facing a person with a lot of passion, say something like “That’s very interesting, I’ll give it some thought.”

The Whole Is Greater Than The Sum Of Its Parts

Have you ever visited a Church and felt that you didn’t belong or fit in?
Do you think some people attend mega-churches so they can remain anonymous and uninvolved?  If so, how could we make people like that feel comfortable at our church?  Would we want people like that?  Do we have people like that?
Have you ever struggled to find a balance between “stewardship and grace” or “tolerance and your own narrow-mindedness”?  
How do we know if we have too much uniformity or too much diversity as a church?  How could we correct it if we thought it was hurting our church?
Do you think an Elder from one church would automatically be a good Elder at another church?  If not, what do you think makes an Elder a good fit at a particular church?  
Have you ever taken a spiritual gifts inventory?  If so, do you remember the results?  Have you been able to use those gifts in a church?
Please pray that during this week God will place His Elder nominees on our hearts and that we will have the courage to let the pastors, elders, directors, or the office staff know.  Maybe God has drawn you here to make His nomination known.
