Remember that an interpretation is just that.  No one should try to force his or her understanding on someone else.  They should just plant the seed and let God water it.  Don’t be critical of anyone’s interpretation either.  If you disagree, share your understanding and let it go at that.  If you find yourself facing a person with a lot of passion, say something like “That’s very interesting, I’ll give it some thought.”

The Key to Unattainable Joy
We know that joy is not an emotion, it’s not based on circumstances, and it’s deeper than happiness.  What can you think of that has brought true joy into your life?

If joy flows because of the “love of Christ” in our relationships (a two-way street), how do people receive joy from us in response to God’s love?
What does God see in the undesirable, the homeless, the addicted, the ill, and the annoying?  Why did He die for them?  How could we ever see what God sees?

It says in Luke 10:21 that Jesus was “full of joy.”   Where else in the Bible does it say that Jesus was full of Joy? (Hint: don’t spend too much time looking.)
Is it possible to have complete joy without loving others as Christ has loved us? (John 15:10-12)
We know that Joy is a gift of the Holy Spirit.  Who is responsible for the amount of that gift (joy) in our lives? 

What could we work on this season that would increase the amount of joy in our lives?
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
