Remember that an interpretation is just that.  No one should try to force his or her understanding on someone else.  They should just plant the seed and let God water it.  Don’t be critical of anyone’s interpretation either.  If you disagree, share your understanding and let it go at that.  If you find yourself facing a person with a lot of passion, say something like “That’s very interesting, I’ll give it some thought.”

Emmanuel… God is with Us

Can you recall a time when you felt that God was nowhere around?  Maybe you even wondered what you had done wrong. 

Looking back, can you recall a “time of trial” that God used to prepare you for something that came up later in your life?
Would you say that the following is true?  If you have accepted Jesus Christ as your Savior and you’re not perfect, you have at some time been disciplined by God? (Proverbs 3:11-12) 
What do you do to overcome or minimize the discouragements in your life? 
How do you think our sins affect our relationship with God?  What about our prayer life?

This Sunday we celebrated the Lord’s Supper together.  When we take Holy Communion, we say “a person shouldn’t approach the Lord’s table in an unworthy manner.”   What does that mean to you and what will happen if we do? (1 Corinthians 11:27-32)
What is a sacrament (ordinance) and how many do we observe at Christ’s Harbor Church?  What are they?
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
