Remember that an interpretation is just that.  No one should try to force his or her understanding on someone else.  They should just plant the seed and let God water it.  Don’t be critical of anyone’s interpretation either.  If you disagree, share your understanding and let it go at that.  If you find yourself facing a person with a lot of passion, say something like “That’s very interesting, I’ll give it some thought.”

Turn the Page
Have you ever been stuck in a spiritual rut?  How did you finally break free and move ahead (turn the page)?

We will often be in prayer for people with problems of the heart, liver, kidneys, etc.  We will also pray against brain cancer or stroke.  Do you think problems involving brain chemistry or capacity carry an unfair stigma?  Would we be just as willing to seek medical help?  If not, why?

What are some of the ways that Satan could tempt someone away from God’s Word or Will during times of trial?  Look at Matthew 4:1-11 how was Jesus tempted?  What did He use to resist?
If someone is tricked by Satan masquerading as an “angel of light” is it their fault?  Is it our responsibility to correct and protect them?  How do you know the true path (God’s will)? 

Have you ever prayed using the Word of God as in the sermon example from Isaiah 43:1-4 ?

The Bible tells us that we will get in return what we give to others (Luke 6:38, Mark 4:24).  How could you be a blessing to those around you?
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
