Remember that an interpretation is just that.  No one should try to force his or her understanding on someone else.  They should just plant the seed and let God water it.  Don’t be critical of anyone’s interpretation either.  If you disagree, share your understanding and let it go at that.  If you find yourself facing a person with a lot of passion, say something like “That’s very interesting, I’ll give it some thought.”

What’s Important
Why do you think that some people can display faith in a negative outcome (fear) but struggle with the faith needed to accept Jesus Christ?
Are there people in your life that are still “on the fence” about accepting Christ?  If so, what do you think is the difficulty? 
Do you believe that someone could accept Christ in private and never admit it to anyone because of pride or stubbornness?  How do you think that would that affect their salvation? 

What do you think will happen to people who have never heard about Christ because it’s against the law in their country or they’re isolated from the Gospel message in some way?   Will they parish?
With regard to the offering, we are now following the model of “Jesus feeding the five thousand.”   We receive from the people gathered, we ask God to bless the offering, and then we put it to use for the Kingdom.   Do you think this will make a difference in our finances?  
Are you glad that the Elder selection is over?  How do you think it went?  Do you have any ideas that might help us next time we elect Elders?

We are going to start using ushers to greet people at the church doors, hand out bulletins, and connect parents to their unattended children.  Can you think of anything else that they should do?  Usher nametags/no nametags? 
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
