Remember that an interpretation is just that.  No one should try to force his or her understanding on someone else.  They should just plant the seed and let God water it.  Don’t be critical of anyone’s interpretation either.  If you disagree, share your understanding and let it go at that.  If you find yourself facing a person with a lot of passion, say something like “That’s very interesting, I’ll give it some thought.”

A Time For Change
Do you feel that failure and brokenness are necessary for spiritual maturity to develop? 

How would you explain the statement in Romans 6:8 that says “Now if we died with Christ, we believe that we will also live with Him?”  How did we die with Christ?
What do you think that Paul meant when He said to “consider others better than yourselves” in Philippians 2:3?  Does this mean that we should put ourselves down or have low self-esteem?
Can you recall a time when something that appeared to be a disaster or a total loss turned out to actually be a blessing or an opportunity for new growth?

I can remember times when God has pointed out to me that I wasn’t as spiritual as I thought I was (painful then, funny now).  Has that ever happened to you?   
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
