Remember that an interpretation is just that.  No one should try to force his or her understanding on someone else.  They should just plant the seed and let God water it.  Don’t be critical of anyone’s interpretation either.  If you disagree, share your understanding and let it go at that.  If you find yourself facing a person with a lot of passion, say something like “That’s very interesting, I’ll give it some thought.”

Created to Work, Commanded to Rest – 09/05/10
When God closes a door and guides you down a new path, what emotion best describes your feelings? (sadness, worry, excitement, fear, etc.)
Do you find it easy to turn things over to God?  If you’re reluctant what do you think is (most often) the reason?  (perseverance, lack of faith, stubbornness, ego, etc.)

Why do you think some people seem to regard “welfare benefits” as an ultimate goal to achieve in life?  What happened to their drive, motivation, or self worth?
Do you feel that helping the poor and under privileged should be the work of the government or the church?

In Matthew 11:28-30 what burden and yoke is Christ talking about when He says “My yoke is easy and my burden is light”?
How should we (as a church) balance 2 Thessalonians 3:10 with Acts 2:44-45?  Do these verses seem to contradict each other?
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
