1. Can you recall a time when you were torn between doing something that would please God and doing something the world was tempting you to do?

2. Why do you think a good Christian would knowingly choose the worldly path over God’s biblical guidance?   

3. What do you think Christ was teaching in Matthew 10:35-36?  Explain the meaning of this verse in your own words.

4. Do you believe that realizing our own shortcomings and failings makes it easier for us to forgive others? 

5. Why do you think the master in the parable described in Matthew 25:14-30 commended the man that turned five talents into ten with the same words he used to commend the man that turned two talents into four?  Didn’t the man that made five more talents do much better than the man that made two more?

6. What conclusion can we draw about the way God judges our accomplishments?

7. Define integrity in your own words and discuss how Christians could demonstrate this quality in their own lives.
