Remember that an interpretation is just that.  No one should try to force his or her understanding on someone else.  They should just plant the seed and let God water it.  Don’t be critical of anyone’s interpretation either.  If you disagree, share your understanding and let it go at that.  If you find yourself facing a person with a lot of passion, say something like “That’s very interesting, I’ll give it some thought.”

Will You receive it?
In your opinion is it more difficult for a Christian to give or receive?  Why?

Have you ever experienced the feeling you get when someone turns down a gift from you because of (what looks like or may be) humility?  How did you feel?
It has been said that giving often comes from a position of superiority and receiving from a position of subordination.  Can you see any truth to this?     

Can you remember a time when you followed a leading from God believing it was going to be a challenge, however it turned out to be a blessing?
