Remember that an interpretation is just that.  No one should try to force his or her understanding on someone else.  They should just plant the seed and let God water it.  Don’t be critical of anyone’s interpretation either.  If you disagree, share your understanding and let it go at that.  If you find yourself facing a person with a lot of passion, say something like “That’s very interesting, I’ll give it some thought.

Please look over the book of “Numbers” Chapters 13 and 14.

Why do you think that Caleb and Joshua had such strong faith?

Can you think of a time when God gave you an opportunity to stretch your faith?  How did that work out for you?
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
