Remember that an interpretation is just that.  No one should try to force his or her understanding on someone else.  They should just plant the seed and let God water it.  Don’t be critical of anyone’s interpretation either.  If you disagree, share your understanding and let it go at that.  If you find yourself facing a person with a lot of passion, say something like “That’s very interesting, I’ll give it some thought.

This week (Holy Week) if your “2nd Mile group” meets on Thursday think about meeting at our Seder meal.  If your group meets on Friday you might want to meet at our Good Friday service.  Whatever you decide to do this week reflect on the life of Christ and “Don’t skip the Cross”. 

Don’t Skip The Cross

If it was 2009 years ago and Christ’s crucifixion was this week, what would He be doing right now?  Where would He be?  What would you be thinking if you were Him?

Do you think that your salvation was won on the cross or three days later on the morning of the resurrection? 

Are you more often asking God to support your agenda or asking Him how you can support His?

Do you know Christians that are contrary to those that are in authority, no matter who they are or what they govern (family, school, church, city, etc)?  Why do you think a Christian would have that nature?

How will you be remembering the sacrifice of Christ this week (Seder meal, Good Friday service, private meditation or prayer, etc)?  
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
