Remember that an interpretation is just that.  No one should try to force his or her understanding on someone else.  They should just plant the seed and let God water it.  Don’t be critical of anyone’s interpretation either.  If you disagree, share your understanding and let it go at that.  If you find yourself facing a person with a lot of passion, say something like “That’s very interesting, I’ll give it some thought.

The last question solicits sermon topics.  If you get any ideas from your group please let your coach (Elder), Paula, or Hamilton know.  Reflect on Holy Week (the work of Christ) and look forward to Pentecost (the work of the Holy Spirit).   

He Is Risen Indeed!

Some people say that as far back as they can remember they had a personal relationship with Jesus Christ.  Does that describe you or did you come to believe over time?  Was there an event in your life that introduced you to Christ?

Do you think that most people find Christ when they are broken or in a bad situation?  If so, Why?

Do you think the mass murders (over 50 people in two months) and the crimes against children that we keep hearing about in the news are the result of our country slipping away from spiritual accountability?  If so, what can we do about it?

Why do you think that God’s power is strongest in our weakness and why do you think that He opposes our pride?   

Did you come to any of the Holy Week services?  Did you grow up in a church that had services like that or was that all new to you?  Is there anything else that you would like to see our church do?

What sermon topics would you like hear in the months to come?
