Remember that an interpretation is just that.  No one should try to force his or her understanding on someone else.  They should just plant the seed and let God water it.  Don’t be critical of anyone’s interpretation either.  If you disagree, share your understanding and let it go at that.  If you find yourself facing a person with a lot of passion, say something like “That’s very interesting, I’ll give it some thought.

Has the Swine flu (H1N1) changed your lifestyle or your job?  Do you have friends that may be overreacting?

Can you recall a difficult time when you experienced a peace that you couldn’t explain? 
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
