Remember that an interpretation is just that.  No one should try to force his or her understanding on someone else.  They should just plant the seed and let God water it.  Don’t be critical of anyone’s interpretation either.  If you disagree, share your understanding and let it go at that.  If you find yourself facing a person with a lot of passion, say something like “That’s very interesting, I’ll give it some thought.”

The One That Came Back
Do you think that Christians can become accustom to God’s blessings and start to take them for granted?  If so, how do we prevent that from happening?

If salvation is not based on anything that we do but on the work of Christ alone, why does it seem that “works” and “good deeds” are so necessary? James 2:26
