Remember that an interpretation is just that.  No one should try to force his or her understanding on someone else.  They should just plant the seed and let God water it.  Don’t be critical of anyone’s interpretation either.  If you disagree, share your understanding and let it go at that.  If you find yourself facing a person with a lot of passion, say something like “That’s very interesting, I’ll give it some thought.”

One Step Closer
Have you ever experienced overbearing evangelism?  Have you ever felt that someone else was uncomfortable when you were sharing your faith?

Are the unbelievers that you know searching for answers or blatantly against the Christian faith? 

How should we, as Christians handle people that seem apathetic (don’t seem to care one way or the other)?

Do you try to intentionally mention God, church, being blessed, or your faith when in casual conversations with strangers?

Do you believe that a faith journey can begin with a single decision?

What do you think about believing in something without absolute proof?

What do you think an unbeliever would say about the passages in Job that talk about the “recesses and springs of the deep” and the description of the “behemoth” Job 38:16 and Job 40:15-17 thousands of years before they were discovered?
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
