Read 1 Corinthians 2:14 and discuss how a person without the Holy Spirit would most likely view an act of faith? 

Do you think that God uses adversity to mold us?  If so, can you cite an example?

In Hebrews 11:6 the scripture tells us that “without faith it is impossible to please God.”  Why wouldn’t loyalty, obedience, or dedication please God without faith?

When was the last time you stepped out in faith?  How did that work out for you?
